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Social skills can be defined as the skills necessary to have good relationships with
others. Good social skills are critical to successful functioning in life, as they
influence academic performance, behaviour, social and family relationships.
Starting from the Lishon European Council (2000) their importance is increasingly
being recognized in Europe.

Following the EC Recommendation on key competences for lifelong learning (2006)
many Member states have started to incorporate social skills development in their
schools' curricula.

Promotion of social skills is one of the European Union priorities for year 2010.
